These steps apply to Verizon and AT&T 8800 series and newer (Bold and Tour) models, with version 5 or 6 BlackBerry Device Software.  They instruct BlackBerry device users to add PIN information for contacts in the address book using Lookup.
Steps:

1. Highlight the address book icon and press the trackball or trackpad.  
2. Click the Blackberry Menu button (left of trackball/trackpad).  A menu appears.
3. Click Lookup.
4. Type part or all of a contact name.
5. Click the trackball or trackpad.
