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BlackBerry Device: 
Using PIN-to-PIN Communication for Emergencies
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These steps enable BlackBerry device users to send e-mail messages using the BlackBerry PIN-to-PIN feature, when the PIN is stored in the Contact List.
1. Highlight the address book icon and press the trackball/trackpad.
2. Highlight the name of the Person to whom the message will be sent. 
3. Press the trackball/trackpad. The contact information appears for the selected person.
4. Scroll down to PIN, press the trackball/trackpad.
5. Select PIN (name of selected person), and then press the trackball/trackpad.
6. Type the message subject.
7. Scroll to the body of the message, and type the message.
8. Press the trackball/trackpad. A menu appears.
9. Highlight Send.
10. Press the trackball/trackpad.
